Planning; 
a. 19/02205/APP - 2 Duck Lake Maids Moreton Mk18 1FB / Proposed first floor extension over existing garage, two storey extension to rear garage and single storey side extension. Members RESOLVED to Oppose application 19/02205/APP
b. 18/00811/APP – Porte Bonheur Duck Lake / Members noted that amended plans have been submitted and are available to view and no further consultation is required at this time.  Members RESOLVED to send in further comments.
c. To agree a suitable date for a meeting with representatives of David Wilson Homes and Maids Moreton Parish Council. Action; MB to circulate suitable dates for the members to agree. 
d. Update of the letter of complaint to AVDC of the lack of consultation with the residents and the Parish Council of Maids Moreton, at specific stages of the production of the VALP that will have an impact on Maids Moreton Village.  Action; PH will draft a letter to Warren Whyte regarding the letter action and circulate for members to comment.
e. Neighbourhood Plan; Action; MB to circulate a selection of dates, to be agreed, for a meeting to complete the application form.
f. NBPPC; PH gave a report of last meeting he had attended.
g. S106 agreement.  MB gave a report of the meeting with Joe Houston and proposed setting up a group to move this on.  AM proposed that the group needed setting up as soon as possible.  Wording on s106 agreement to be deferred until group organized.

Environment;

a. Footpaths, Footways and Highways; To hear any progress on;
i. No progress regarding the rubbish/recycling bins on the pavement at Shop Terrace Main Street.  PH had circulated a draft letter to the residents, members agreed to send the draft letter to the residents of Shop Terrace.  Action; PH & MB
ii. Footpath 6; To note Rights of Way issue with the trees being overgrown & having lots of ivy on them.  PH reported that he had met with the resident who had reported the overgrowth to the Clerk.  PH had also reported flytipping of Pyracantha in the area.
The Chairman moved h. Playground to be discussed at this time as CM had to leave the meeting.  After discussing the Playgound quotes CM left the meeting.
b. Street Lighting; to hear any progress on;
i. The request from a resident for extra lighting between Walnut Drive & The Pightle; to receive an update regarding fixing a light on The Wheatshief sign.  It was decided that it wasn’t feasible to have a light on the Wheatshief sign.  Members discussed approaching Forge Cottage to see if it was possible to come to an arrangement with the owner to have a street light fitted to the corner of the property.  Action; PH to approach the home owner.  

c. Grass, Hedges/Trees and Verges, including BCC Devolved Services; The Clerk said that she was waiting for some quotes from the contractor with regards to work needing doing in the Parish.
d. Playing Field; to hear any progress on;
i. The damaged gate post on the Avenue Road entrance into the playing field car park; receive an update. No update
ii. Painting the containers on the playing field.  Members discussed who would help with the painting the Parish Council container.  JW & AM both said that they would not be able to help. 
iii. To receive an update on dog signs re. Toxocata Canis.  The signs had been purchased and delivered, GM had not had the time to erect them.
iv. To agree the quote received for Anglian Water rectification works following their inspection.  All members RESOLVED to accept the quote from Plumbing & Gas Solutions Ltd for £805.56 plus VAT
e. Scout Hut; 
i. Members noted the update regarding the refurbishment of the outside of the Scout Hut. Date for work 13 July 2019

ii. Members RESOLVED to accept a Smart Meter being installed in the Scout Hut for British Gas. 
iii. Members deferred the decision regarding the replacement of the exterior doors on the Scout Hut until the September meeting. 
iv. Members deferred the decision regarding notices on the outside of the doors stating that they are Fire Door – No Parking in front of them until the September meeting.
v. Members deferred the decision regarding having hatched no parking areas in front of the exits from the Scout Hut until the September meeting.
f. Cricket Pavilion; Update of the arrangement of a meeting with the Cricket Club which will include discussions

regarding;

i. Removal of the poles for the cricket nets. ii. Replace the guttering for the building.  iii. Add security light at the front of the building.  iv. Put something on the roof to prohibit climbing (plus warning signs) v. To discuss the state that the building has been left in over winter.

A meeting has yet to be arranged with members of the Cricket Club.  Action; the Clerk to send a follow up invitation to the Cricket Club to meet members of the Parish Council to discuss issues regarding the Cricket Pavilion.

i. Update of Quotes for replacement of equipment.  It was apparent that only CM had looked at the quotes and therefore a decision could not be made.  It was RESOLVED to defer the decision until the September meeting.  In the meanwhile CM would meet with the Chairman and the Clerk to go through the quotes to enable them to make a recommendation for the September meeting.

The Chair closed the meeting to allow a residents to give a recommendation regarding pruning the roses in preparation of installing the trellis.
